Tyler State Park, 101 Swamp Road, Newtown, PA. 
From exits 343 or 351 of the PA Turnpike: 
• Exit 343- Right on Rt. 611 N. Approx. 7 miles, 

go right on Almshouse Rd. to Richboro where 
Almshouse becomes Richboro-Newtown Rd. (PA 
Route 332) Continue straight toward Newtown. 
The park is on the left. 

• Exit 351- U.S. Rt. 1 north to I-95, I-95 north to 
the Newtown-Yardley exit 49, and left onto the 
four-lane bypass. Stay on the bypass around 
Newtown until you come to the park entrance (on 
your left) at the intersection of Swamp Road and 
the bypass.
